INTRODUCTION

I. Eligibility
Upon acceptance, funding proposals will be submitted by the Canadian CIGRE National Committee.

A proposal is defined as a documented project or program initiated by a CIGRE Group, with clear objectives, a specified timeline and demonstrable alignment with CIGRE’s mission and the purpose of the CIGRE Fund.

All proposals must be auditable to ensure accountability and alignment with CIGRE’s strategic priorities and the CIGRE Innovation and Education Fund Bylaws.

Applicants are encouraged to provide additional documents (or uploads to the online application) to fulfill the requirements of the application


II. Supported categories
Funding may be awarded to support projects and programs in the following categories:

a.    Innovation – Research and Development:
Projects and Programs in electrical power systems and the energy transition.

b. Graduate Scholarships:
Aligned with electrical power systems

c. Education:
Proposals intended to provide resources for Projects and/or Programs focused on educational initiatives within STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics) fields.

d. Humanitarian:
Proposals in the field of electrical power systems and the energy transition, including initiatives designed to enable sustainable electricity access for underserved communities.

e. Other:
Proposals that align with CIGRE’s mission to advance innovation, knowledge sharing and education in the field of electrical power systems and the energy transition.

SOLICITATION TEMPLATE

Applicants are required to complete the Solicitation Template in its entirety, providing all information requested to ensure a thorough and evaluable submission. This includes, but is not limited to, a comprehensive description of the proposal, clearly defined objectives, a detailed timeline and anticipated outcomes. Additionally, applicants must outline reporting procedures, mechanisms for monitoring progress, and any contributions in the form of matching Funds. Full and accurate completion of all sections of the template is mandatory, as it enables the assessment of the proposal’s feasibility, alignment with CIGRE’s mission and that of the CIGRE Fund.

All proposals must be auditable to ensure accountability and alignment with CIGRE’s strategic priorities and the CIGRE Innovation and Education Fund Bylaws.

Applicants are encouraged to provide additional documents (or uploads to the online application) to fulfill the requirements of the application.

The CIGRE Fund Executive Committee shall conduct a comprehensive and impartial review of all applications to determine eligibility and alignment with CIGRE Fund objectives. All eligible applications, along with the Committee’s recommendations, shall be submitted to the CIGRE Fund Board of Directors for final approval. The CIGRE Fund shall have sole discretion to approve or reject any proposal.

A duly completed solicitation template (next page) must be submitted in PDF Format to the Canadian National Committee by May 31st, 2026. All information, including the solicitation template, detailed project description and budget breakdown must be completed for consideration.
